POSITION DESCRIPTION:

ESSENTIAL JOB FUNCTIONS:  
• Lead or support volunteer shifts at the distribution center, including orientation, project 

explanation, and product movement. Ensure food is handled in compliance with food safety 
standards.  

• Schedule groups for volunteer opportunities and conduct reservation checks to confirm 
their planned attendance.  

• Collaborate with other teams to organize logistical aspects of volunteer opportunities, both 
onsite and offsite.  

• Consistently implement stewardship program for volunteer donors.  
• Deliver engaging presentations and talks to volunteer and donor audiences of varying sizes 

and demographics.  
• Lead informative tours of our Distribution Center and operations through sharing our 

mission, vision, and impact, leaving volunteers inspired and informed.  
• Create compelling content for volunteer opportunity postings, automated emails, and 

newsletters.  
• Execute recruitment strategies to secure volunteers for the Distribution Center, Farms, and 

Special Events.  

• Analyze volunteer engagement, volunteer impact, and the Volunteer Engagement Team’s 
recruitment efforts.  

• Other duties as required.
